Bariatric Bed ONLY (FIGURE 2)

NOTE: DRIVE recommends that two (2) people per-

form this procedurs.

1. Remove the head end section of the bed from the
packaged container and place it on its side to your
RIGHT with the canter mounting latches toyour LEFT.

2. Remove the footend seciion of the bed from the pack-
aged container and place it on its side to your LEFT
with the center mounting rivets facing to your RIGHT.

3. The bed end section with two (2) motor assemblies
(FOOT end section) shoukd be to your LEFT and the
bed end saction with one (1) molor assembly (HEAD
end section) should beto your RIGHT,

4. The head and foot end sections of the bed should
now be on their side at a 130” angle to one another.
NOTE: Before connecting the head and foot end sections,
rmake sura the pull tube an the foot end section is posiioned
on the undersids of the pan deck onthe head end section.

CAUTION
When assembling the head and foot end sec-
fions of the bed, the head end section of the
bed should be positioned so that it is ot a 130°
angle to the foot end section of the bed.

Oiherwise, the pull lube on the foot end sec-
fion of the bed will not clear the pan deck of
the head end section of the bed and dam-

age may result,

5. Hookthe TOP center mounting latch on the HEAD
end section of the bed with the TOP center mount-
ing rivet on the FOOT end section of the bed.

6. With one (1) person holding the TOP of the bed to-
gether, have the other person hook the BOTTOM can-
ter mounting latch on the HEAD end section of the
bed with the BOTTOM center mourting rivet on the
FOOT end section of the bed.

NOTE: it may be necessary to grasp the center sup-
port of the foot end section of the bed so that the BOT-
TOM center rivet can be maneuvered into the BOT-
TOM centar mounting latch.

NOTE: It may be necessary to slightly lift the head
OR foot end sections of the bed to secure the center
rivets into the center mounting latches.

7. Afterthe head and foot end sections of the bed ara
connected, push the ends into a herizontal
(straight) position while still on their sides.
